- Resolution: 640x360 (16:9) or 480x360 (4:3) recommended 

- Audio Format: MP3 or AAC preferred 

- Frames per second: 30 

- Maximum length: 4 minutes (we recommend 2-3 minutes) 

- Maximum file size: 1 GB
- Vodule entries must be sent as QUICKTIME on DVD or USB DRIVE

Finalists selected will be up loaded to our YouTube channel and the Vodule with the most hits will win our very first Vodule competition.

	1. Film must either have a woman director, or, if it is directed by a man,     must have a woman in at least TWO of these categories:

Producer or writer or editor or cinematographer.

2. Send 2 copies of each entry on DVD - PAL for previewing. DVD should be PAL set to Region 4 (Australia), Region 0 (Worldwide) or Region ALL. One film only per DVD.

3. Entries must be less than 55 minutes in duration.

4. The call is open to 35mm, 16mm and high quality screening DVD (PAL only) set to Region Free (ALL),  Region 4 (Australia), Region 0 (Worldwide).

5. All films must be in English or have English subtitles.

6. All films must have been completed after 1ST January 2009 and must not have previously been screened in WOW Film Festival.

7. Press material may be included on CD if you wish.

8. All entries must be sent postage paid to:

WOW Film Festival, PO Box 12, Potts Point, NSW 1335, Australia.

Please enclose a stamped self-addressed padded bag or Postpak if you want your preview DVD returned.

9. Submissions that arrive without the entry fee will not be considered for selection.

10. Selection is based on artistic merit and general audience appeal by an industry panel co-ordinated by WOW. We seek films for Australian premieres. WOW will accept work that has been previously screened or broadcast, but will take the number of public screenings into account when selecting films.

11. Entries must be received by the FINAL deadline, 30th September 2010 (Withoutabox Entries-extended deadline 15th October, 2010). All applicants will be notified of the outcome of their application by end November 2010.

» WOW will request that you email jpeg stills for publicity.

» Filmmakers are responsible for freight of selected films to the Festival by 10th December, 2010. WOW will only pay return freight for selected Films.

» If selected the film must be sent to WIFT NSW as a Digibeta PAL format ONLY.

  In exceptional circumstances Betacam SP or Mini DV or USB drive or external hard drive may be accepted.

» The Festival may use extracts from films and stills for promotional purposes and festival publicity.

» The festival trailer may screen on Free-to-air TV/ Pay TV/ Non-theatrical/ Internet.

The WOW Film Festival Tour takes selected short films to over 16 destinations in Australia and some select International screenings, offering filmmakers the opportunity to screen their films to diverse audiences.
